International Winter On The Waterway

(iWOW), a celebration of the cultural diversity of 

The Woodlands, returns for a second year. Held in

conjunction with Lighting of the Doves on November

22, this event showcases countries from all over the

world and their unique holiday traditions. From

international foods, arts and crafts, to music and

entertainment, iWOW adds an international flavor to

The Woodlands� holiday celebrations. 

In its 10th year, The Ice Rink at The Woodlands

Town Center has moved to an area near The

Woodlands Waterway just south of the Town Center

Parking Garage off Six Pines Drive. 

�We think this area makes an ideal, temporary

location this year and next year,� said Nick Wolda,

president of The Woodlands CVB. �You can ride the

water taxis or trolleys to go skating.�

As the largest seasonal outdoor rink in the

southwest boasting a 60-foot by 128-foot

skating surface, The Ice Rink at Town

Center has attracted 288,000 skaters

during its nine-year run. It will

officially open for the season on

November 22, during Lighting of the

Doves and iWOW, and run daily

through January 19, 2009. A special

preview opening is  Nov. 15 and 16.

In addition to The Ice Rink, the area

will host Donoho�s Jewellers Winter

Wonderland, an elaborate display of

holiday lights along The Woodlands

Waterway.  Before or after skating, take a

leisurely stroll along the pathways lighted with

storybook displays.  Wander among the fantasyland

of magical lighted toy soldiers, elves, doves, musical

angels and snowmen. This free display will be on view

daily from dusk until  11 p.m. beginning  November 22,

2008 until January 5, 2009.
